offered at Brookside High School and enhance our students’ skills, all students will participate in the mandatory summer reading program. The program is designed to challenge our students to apply, for enjoyment and enrichment, the reading skills they have developed.

All students must read the corresponding book for their grade level. Free copies of  books are available at the Brookside main office and can be picked up during the following times: June 14-18 and June 21-25 from 9am – 1pm. Students also have the option of obtaining the book on their own at either the library or a book store.

During the first week of the student’s first English class of the 2010-2011 school year (either first or second trimester), the student will be given an assignment that may include a project, an essay, or a test. This will count as the equivalent of a test grade for that course. If the student has more than one English course during that trimester, he/she will be notified in which course the grade will be counted.
