Renewal of 6.66 -mill and 5.48 -mill Levies on May 5 Will 

Not Raise Real Estate Tax Rates in Sheffield Village or 

Sheffield Lake  

  We often hear people say, òthe school system should live within its budgetó or òthe schools 

should be run like a business.ó While no one wants property taxes increased, we also know those 

comments are not meant literally, but metaphorically.  

  By law, the districtõs budget must be balanced, we cannot operate with deficit spending; the 

business of education is not concerned with showing a profit (by selling products for more than 

the cost of manufacture or by reselling goods for more than cost) it is the education of young peo-

ple--our ultimate end product is a Brookside High School graduate.   

  The means within which school districts in Ohio must live come from two sources: Funding from 

the Ohio Department of Education and local property taxes.   For decades those means have been 

skewed toward a heavier dependence on local tax income, which the Ohio Supreme Court has 

ruled unconstitutional on numerous occasions. We all hope that educational funding changes Gov. 

Ted Strickland is proposing to the Ohio Legislature will correct the long -standing funding imbal-

ance that puts such an unfair burden on home owners.  

  Any funding changes at the state level will take time and the legislature has been historically 

unwilling to have the state shoulder most of the cost of education. While we all wait for the sys-

tem to finally change, the schools must continue to provide an appropriately challenging and com-

plete education to our students. Weõre very proud of our òproducts,ó the students. While we con-

tinually strive to improve, itõs fair to say weõve made great progress:   Brookside, Tennyson and 

Knollwood have achieved the stateõs òexcellent schooló  rating and Barr, Forestlawn and Sheffield 

Middle School are steadily progressing toward our òexcellent districtó designation.    

  Our most recent five -year financial forecast projects 2010 expenditure increases at twice the 

amount of projected revenue increases. Treasurer Donald Breon said that, although the county 

auditorõs office projects a six percent increase in real estate tax revenue to $12,000,000, after 

state tax rollbacks the district will actually receive $10,500,000. With both renewals we can avoid 

the $7 million deficit (by the year 2013) based on steadily declining state financial support for 

school districts and the assumption that the $2.3 million emergency tax levy first approved in 

1995 and the $1.89 million levy approved in 2005 are not renewed by the voters.  

  Breon also provided a five year forecast based on the same declining state revenues but with the 

assumption that both levies are renewed by the voters.   In that projection the district would not 

fall into debt and risk another round of State Financial Oversight and cuts to educational pro-

grams and services to students as was done in the years prior to passage of the 2005 levy.     

  Our request for renewal of our operating levies is based on our need to operate our schools in an 

atmosphere of financial stability. Approval of both renewals will mean no increase in real estate 

tax rates. The 14 -mill, $2,300,000 levy passed in 1995 was renewed by voters in 2000 at 11 mills 

will be for 6.66 mills on May 5. The $1,894,000, 5.99 -

mill, five -year emergency operating levy approved in 

November 2005 will be rated at 5.48 mills this time.  

  When voting, please remember that these levies will 

not increase taxes in Sheffield Lake or Sheffield Village.

I am sure that many of  you, like me, 

have taken a very strong interest in 

Governor Stricklandõs Ohio Recovery 

Plan especially as it relates to educa-

tion.  Many of his points are in line 

with my ideas and the philosophies 

and practices of our district..

My concern is that the political 

wheeling and dealing, and the self 

interests and tunnel vision which 

constantly undermines the political 

process will change the final product 

into more unfunded mandates and 

greater challenges for the local com-

munities. If all -day, every day kin-

dergarten and 15 -1 class sizes make 

the final approved plan, Sheffield -

Sheffield Lake will have a serious 

classroom problem.  We are already 

operating at over a 95% classroom 

capacity rate..  The current plan 

seems to address the cost of addi-

tional staff, however, the need for 

additional class rooms must also be 

addressed.  The idea of longer school 

days and a longer school  year have 

both supporters and critics..  There is 

ample evidence to support either or 

both sides.  It probably comes down 

to how well the additional time is 

used.  One thing for sure is that it 

will also have a price.  Once again, 

we hope the final legislative product 

will provide us with the means nec-

essary to implement the plan.   

 

I sincerely applaud Governor Strick-

landõs efforts.  I hope that we will be 

able to applaud the final results.  wf

  The Sheffield -Sheffield Lake City School Districtõs Board of Education approved reso-

lutions to submit its two emergency operating levies to the electors of the school dis-

trict for renewal on the May 5, 2009 primary election ballot. The $2,300,000 levy first 

passed in May, 1995 was renewed in 2000 and 2005. The $1,894,000 was passed in 

November, 2005.  

  Renewals of emergency operating levies do not require any increase in taxes. As the 

total valuation of real estate within the school district increases, the millage required 

to raise the same total dollar amount originally approved 

by the districtõs voters decreases.  

  The original millage on the first (1995) levy was 14.06. 

When it was renewed in March, 2000 it took 10.52 mills to 

raise the same $2,300,000 in tax revenue. In May, 2005 

the millage was reduced to 7.11 mills to raise the same tax 

revenue. The emergency operating levy first passed in No-

vember, 2005 was rated at 5.99 mills.  

  The county auditor must certify the tax millage rate for 

the renewals in May, 2009.  

  The Sheffield -Sheffield Lake City School District contin-

ues to improve.  We ask for your continued support by vot-

ing for the levy renewals on May 5, 2009.

   Preparing todayõs youth to succeed in the digital economy requires a new kind of 

teaching and learning.  Skills such as global literacy, computer literacy, problem solv-

ing, critical thinking, creativity, and innovation have become critical in todayõs increas-

ingly interconnected workforce and society.  The new kind of learning requires a new 

learning skill set.  Students today need to know how to think critically and learn how 

to filter out irrelevant data, and evaluate what information makes the most sense.  

They also use digital tools to take things apart and put them together in new ways.  In 

our classrooms, the teachers have had to make adaptations to their curriculum and to 

instruction to better use these tools to help students.  I encourage you to visit many of 

the teacherõs websites- they are incorporating such tools as Web 2.0, video and audio 

podcasting, photo slideshows and are using wikiõs and blogs to get students to think 

differently.  Many of the teachers have been trained through the Lorain County ESC to 

use resources, such as the search engine Google,  in their lessons.  Many teachers are 

using their classroom webpage to extend learning (24/7) by informing students/parents 

about what was learned in class, provide links (pdf documents) of homework assign-

ments and/or worksheets.  Additionally, some teachers are using distance learning, 

email, video clips, etc. to connect with students from other countries, districts, school 

buildings.  This collaboration doesnõt require expensive equipment- many of these web 

tools are small and free and yet they allow students to engage in activities that help 

them build relationships with others in order to pose and solve problems.  Lastly, the 

use of the online gradebook system, Pinnacle, has helped students, parents and teach-

ers keep track of student progress instantly.  One feature that parents seem to love is 

the email feature which automatically emails the parent once an assignment is entered 

by the teacher.

Iõm often asked by parents how they 

can help their child strengthen math 

skills.  There are a number of things 

that you can do and your child wonõt 

even know that he/she is òdoing mathó.  

For example:  To help your child under-

stand numbers, have them count every-

thing! Count toys, kitchen utensils, and 

items of clothing as they come out of 

the dryer. Help your child count by 

pointing to and moving the objects as 

you say each number out loud. Count 

forwards and backwards from different 

starting places. Use household items to 

practice adding, subtracting, multiply-

ing, and dividing.  

 

Ask your child to help you solve every-

day number problems. For example: 

"Two guests are coming to eat dinner 

with us. How many plates do we need?" 

Children are competitive and love to 

play games- one fun thing to do is to 

estimate  and then see who òwinsó.  

Estimate the number of steps from 

your front door to the edge of your 

yard, then walk with your child to find 

out how many there really are, count -

ing steps as you go.
