PRESCHOOL TUITION

AM and PM preschool classes are offered at Knollwood Elementary School. As a reflection of the cost to operate a state unit of
preschool, the tuition for the 2010 -2011 school year is $1,000. At the March registration, a payment of $100.00 is required and
will go towards the first payment of the 2010 -2011 school year. Starting in September through May, a payment of $100.00 will

be due on the 1st of each month.

KINDERGARTEN TUITION

Sheffield -Sheffield Lake City Schools have adopted a sliding payment scale for All Day Kindergarten classes. Full tuition is

$2,000 per year, with lower rates for students who qualify for free or reduced lunches. If your child qualifies for the reduc ed
lunch program, tuition will be 75%, or $1,500. If your child qualifies for free lunch, the tuition will be 50%, or $1,000. Fi rst pay-
ment will be due September 2 nd, and the amount due will be determined and prorated on a monthly basis after free and reduced
lunch qualification forms have been completed and returned. Openings are limited! All Day Kindergarten spots will be reserved

on a first come, first served basis. Registration will be March 11 th & 12t from 9f 11 a.m. & 1 i 3 p.m. both days, with an eve-
ning registration on the 12 t only, from 6 fi 8 p.m. Please call Knollwood School (440 -949-4234) as soon as possible if you are

interested in having your child attend full day every daym-ki
munization records, social security card and two proofs of residency to register for full or half -day kindergarten. For full day
kindergarten, a $200 registration deposit, which will be applied to the yearly tuition, is required. If you live outside the S-SL

REGISTRATION
Registration of kindergarten children in the Sheffield  -Sheffield Lake City Schools for the 2010 -11 school year will be held on  March

10th and March 11th at KNOLLWOOD SCHOOL ONLY. Registration hours will be from  9:00-11:00 am and 1:00 -3:00 pm each
day. In addition, there will be an evening registration from 6:00-8:00 pm on March 11th only.

REMEMBER: KINDERGARTEN REGISTRATION WILL ONLY BE HELD AT KNOLLWOQD

Kindergarten is now mandatory. Parents, please be advised that effective July 1, 1990 all children are required to successful ly com-
plete kindergarten before being admitted to first grade. Children need not be present at the time of registration. Be sure to bring
the following information to the registration: To qualify children must be five years of age by August 1st.

(1) The child's birth certificate, a child cannot be registered without a birth certificate

(2) If there's been a divorce, proof of legal custody must be shown. Only the natural, custodial parent or legal guardian ca n register
a child.

(3) The child's Social Security number

(4) Proof of immunization. State law requires that a child must have completed - or be in the process of completing the followi ng
before they may attend school (but NOT before registration) 4 Combined Diphtheria, Tetanus & Whooping Cough (DPT). If
these were given before their 4 t birthday then a fifth shot will be needed.

2 MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella) The first one done after the 1 st birthday.
3 Hepatitis B
2 Varicella (Chicken Pox) on or after the 1 st birthday 2 nd dose before kindergarten entry.

(5) Two proofs of residency (such as voter registration, utility bills, lease agreement, etc.) It is very important that chil dren be regis-
tered for school at this time so that the school may determine class size, and have necessary supplies on hand the first day
of school. We appreciate your cooperation.
